The President informed members that Prof Thomas Akapzaa has sought permission to be excused from the BOT due to his workload.
He then tasked the TMC to organize programmes to raise funds. Mr Joseph Azangeo expressed concern about majority of the members of the BEAF BOT coming from one district within the BONABOTO community. The President and other members explained that the work required committed people and some of the members already belonged to the old BOT while others were members by virtue of their positions in the National Executive. 
The president then officially inaugurated both BOT and TMC.  It was, however, agreed that the two committees should start working immediately even though the swearing-in aspect of the inauguration has been deferred to a later date due to the absence of a lawyer to swear them in.
In a short acceptance speech on behalf of the members, Prof. Apusiga thanked her colleagues for attending the meeting and stated that the BOT needed strategic thinking if the BEAF was to grow. She expressed her commitment as well as that of the entire BOT, adding that, together, they are prepared to work harder for the achievement of the objectives of the Fund. She concluded by asking for the support of everyone.
The President, who was the chair of the BOT until his election, promised to transfer all relevant documents in his custody to the new Chairperson.

Other Matters

Mr Joseph Azangeo raised concern about the challenges of Standard Chartered Bank of not having branches in all the regions.  He also suggested that the Fixed Deposit account should be converted to Treasury Bills.
The President responded, by saying that forms for the Treasury Bills should be collected and completed. It was also agreed that an account be opened with GCB so that they can gradually close the Account with the Standard Chartered Bank since it was not convenient to the Association.
 The President gave an update on the meeting with the Deputy Minister of Education concerning the request for approval of the Gurune language by the Ghana Education Service as an examinable subject in the BECE. Prof Apusigah, appealed to the President to follow up at the Ministry of Education on the matter. She also asked about the current status of the website to which the President replied that it was being updated.

 Mr F. Zulom requested that there should be a spread sheet on the contributions of BEAF for easy accountability.

Without any further discussion Mr Joseph Azangeo moved for the closure of the meeting and the meeting was brought to a close at 7.50 pm.
